This year we have an exciting trip for Year 3 at Creswell Crags. Creswell Crags is a spectacular magnesian limestone
gorge with 9 impressive caves.

Youwill be able to purchase a school packed lunch for your child to
take with them and the teacher will ask the children closer to the timewhat they would like to have in their sandwich.
(Cheese, Egg & Tuna). Those in receipt of Free SchoolMeals will be providedwith a school lunch. If youwould prefer to
bring a packed lunch from home this is fine.

The cost for this trip will be £23 andwill include the coach journey, the entrance ticket for Creswell Crags and all
activities whilst there. This can be paid in 1 payment of £23 or 1 deposit of £15 and 1 instalment of £8.
