Wehave our residential trip to Sheringham coming up very soon. Here are a few reminders:
● Children should arrive at school at 8.30 am onWednesday 8thMay. Luggage to be

dropped off in the Cavern (Off theMain Playground) before entering their classroom
● Children canwear their own clothes
● Children will need a packed lunch (In a backpack so it can be carried with them

separately from their clothes).
● The children will return to Fulbridge on 9thMay at approximately 4.30pm and can be

collected from themain playground. Parents will be kept up to date with the children's
return time by ClassDojo.
